An opportunity for a USA launch was lost with the 

cancelation of the Great American Stamp Show in 

Hartford Conn. in August, however, there remains a 

possibility for a USA launch at Chicagopex 2020 or 

a virtual USA launch at some point this autumn.   

Virtual exhibitions continue to be developed around 

the world. SAVPEX in South Africa is now in its 

sixth year of operation. The Australia Philatelic Fed-

eration (APF) has launched a national one frame vir-

tual exhibition open to all residents of Australia and 

New Zealand for November 2020.  In the UK the 

Autumn Stampex has been cancelled, however, the 

organizers, The Philatelic Traders Society (PTS), are 

holding a virtual bourse Oct 1-3, 2020 in place of 

their regular Autumn Stampex. The PTS virtual 

bourse is hosted by vfairs.com which developed the 

platform and has been using it for virtual trade 

shows, job fairs and university recruitment days. A

World General Exhibitions are 

the only FIP exhibitions with all FIP 

classes and are  held  usually no more 

than one per year, although in some 

years there are none. IBRA2021 will 

have 2800 frames.  The regulations

www.IBRA2021.de.  The deadline for exhibit entry ap-

plications is Oct 1, 2020.

Indonesia 2020 was rescheduled  to November 5-10, 

2020. A meeting will be held in July to determine if the 

exhibition can proceed in No-

vember or if further rescheduling 

is required. Indonesia 2020 is the 

site of the 76th FIP Congress and 

the decision date is set for  July 

so that congress documents can 

be distributed to delegates 3 months in advance.  With 

the rescheduling to November, 500 additional frames 

were added to the exhibition. 

Planning continues for our CAPEX 22 International One 

Frame Stamp Championship Exhibition to be held June 9-12, 

2022 at the Metro Toronto Convention Centre, in Toronto. In 

lieu of the planned international launch at London 2020, a 

short email marketing campaign was distributed to over 450 

international commissioners, judges and exhibitors during 

the May 2-9th week. Each of these emails had  a 59-60% 

open rate which is substantially better than the 14% metric 

for all industries. The distribution list excluded Canadian and 

USA addresses.
